Another school year is approaching and no doubt you are busy non-stop with preparations for the new year.  Knowing how busy you must be, I will be brief.

We are planning on implementing a new state-wide program focusing on tobacco prevention/education for college students.  It will be an on-going, comprehensive tobacco prevention and cessation program.  The goals of this program are fairly obvious: to keep people who do not smoke from starting and to encourage those students who do smoke to quit.  I probably don’t need to tell you that the number of students on your campus that smoke, although still a minority, has been raising over the last decade since the tobacco companies have stepped up their product promotion aimed at college age students.  In order to stem this tide, we want to work on tobacco prevention on campus from the beginning to the end of the school year, and here is some of what we are offering at no cost to you.
· $4,000 annual grant, while funding continues, for each campus to work on tobacco prevention. 

· $1,000 scholarship or stipend for one student on campus to work on tobacco prevention. 

· Cessation services for all students who request them.

· Technical assistant to help with the program from beginning to end.

· Free tobacco educational materials for students, faculty and staff
As the Dean of Students it would ultimately be your decision to allow the program to be implemented on your campus.  This funding would be an excellent opportunity for groups currently working on health and wellness issues on your campus.
